From the President’s Desk

diversity of gifts brought by immigrants from
all over the world. Human diversity generates
an abundance of unique perspectives, which
promotes greater creativity, and almost
invariably leads to remarkable achievements.
We can respond to human diversity by
inclusively embracing it or by using
differences as the rationale for exclusion. With
increased global mobility we are witnessing
acceleration in human diversity world-wide
and seeing both of these responses,
inclusiveness resulting in tolerance, harmony
and an improved human condition, and
exclusiveness resulting in intolerance, discord,
and human tragedy. ACPA has chosen the first
response, created almost 65 years ago by a
handful of individuals representing only a few
health disciplines, and growing to include a
multitude of disciplines, all working together
to improve the esthetic, functional, emotional
and psycho-social well-being of those affected
by craniofacial birth defects. Even better, our
inclusiveness born out of our diversity is now
embracing the international community,
creating a more global Association. ACPA not
only has become a second family for each of
us, but is becoming a global one at that!  I
would like to think of our Association as a
wonderful inclusive model for the rest of the
world to follow.

2. COOPERATION  and COMMITMENT:
How can you not love an organization that

demonstrates such cooperation and
commitment?  When we embrace inclusive-
ness, we are compelled to negotiate and
cooperate with each other, respecting the
unique perspective of everyone at the table
with the full confidence that our collective
strength of one is so much more powerful and
effective than the sum of our individual talents
and skills (as Jeff Evans, our keynote shared
with us yesterday).

Our teams cannot function in an
effective interdisciplinary manner if they are
made up of a bunch of selfish individuals. If
that is the case, it makes our team merely

multidisciplinary in nature and dysfunctional
in conduct.

This kind of attitude only results in
undermining the team and compromising the
care and support of the affected family. It
reminds me of the Will Rogers quote: “If you
get to thinking you’re a person of some
influence, try ordering somebody else’s dog
around.”  Effective team members are able to
focus on the most advantageous treatment
timing and sequencing of their individual
disciplines as they relate to the entire
treatment plan. A selfless attitude results in the
greatest service to the patients and families for
whom we care. “What we have done for
ourselves alone dies with us; what we have
done for others and the world remains and is
immortal” [Albert Pike].

4. SUPPORT and TRUST:
How can you not love an organization that

exemplifies such support for, and trust in, one
another?  As our keynote so aptly put it
yesterday, the support and dependence on one
another and the trust that must be present, is
essential for a successful team to reach its most
challenging goals. “None of us are as smart as
all of us” [Ken Blanchard] combined.

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Revision to the Parameters of Care Document
The ACPA Parameters Committee is recommending the following

revisions to the Parameters for Evaluation and Treatment of Patients
with Cleft Lip/Palate or Other Craniofacial Anomalies, Speech
Language Pathology section. These revisions are based on changes made
to standards of care by the American Speech-Language-Hearing
Association. As mandated by the “Process for Amending the
Parameters” revised by the membership in 2003, changes will be
printed in the newsletter prior to a vote by the membership. The
proposed change will be included on the ballot for Executive Council
positions which will be mailed in August.

The original text from pages 23-24 is presented below, followed by
the proposed new text. 

ORIGINAL LANGUAGE
Speech-Language Pathology Services 

Children who have craniofacial anomalies are at high risk for
speech-language disorders.  Evaluation of speech and language
development provides information that is needed by the team in
planning of treatment, particularly surgical and dental management.
Further, information about the patient’s speech and language is
important in the assessment of the outcome of treatment. Speech-
language evaluations should occur often enough to assure adequate
documentation of each child’s of each child’s progress and to develop
appropriate recommendations for intervention. 

• With the possible exception of children with cleft lip only, speech-
language evaluations with appropriate documentation should be
conducted for each child at least annually until the age of four years. 

• After the age of four years, even if speech-language development
has been appropriate and no problems are noted, screenings
should take place on a regular basis (preferably annually) until after
adenoid involution, and at least every three years thereafter until
dental and skeletal maturity are reached.

• For children with problems in speech and language development,
re-evaluations should take place as often as deemed necessary by
members of the interdisciplinary team in consultation with local
care providers. 

• Evaluations should include perceptual assessment of laryngeal
function.

• When the development of speech and language skills is not at an
age-appropriate level or when speech patterns are deviant,
arrangements should be made for an early speech-language
stimulation program or for speech-language remedial services. 

• For patients with craniofacial anomalies who are candidates for
orthognathic surgery, pre- and postoperative perceptual speech
evaluations are necessary. 

• Pre- and post-treatment speech assessments are necessary in
determining candidacy for, and outcomes of, surgical, behavioral
and/or prosthetic management of the velopharyngeal system. 

• Careful evaluation of velopharyngeal function is required for many
patients. Procedures include in-depth analysis of articulatory
performance, aerodynamic measures, videofluoroscopy,
nasopharyngoscopy, and nasometric studies, all of which should
be conducted with the participation of the team speech-language
pathologist. 

• Remedial speech-language services will be needed for some
patients with craniofacial anomalies. 

• Biofeedback therapy may be useful in treating some patients with
velopharyngeal dysfunction.

PROPOSED TEXT
Speech-Language Pathology Services

Children who have craniofacial anomalies are at high risk for
speech-language disorders.  Evaluation of speech and language
development provides information that is needed by the team in
planning of treatment, particularly surgical and dental management,
further information about the patient’s speech and language is
important in the assessment of the outcome of treatment. Speech-
language evaluations should occur often enough to assure adequate
documentation of each child’s progress and to develop appropriate
recommendations for intervention.

• Each child and family should be seen for discussion of normal
speech and language development and assessment of pre-linguistic
speech-language development before or by  6months of age

• When the development of speech and language skills is not at an
age-appropriate or developmentally appropriate level or when
early speech productions are deviant, arrangements should be
made for an early speech-language intervention program to
facilitate speech sound development, provide language
stimulation, and establish a home program to be carried out by
parents and other care providers. 

• With the possible exception of children with cleft lip only, speech-
language evaluations with appropriate documentation should be
conducted for each child at least twice during the first two years of
life and at least annually thereafter until the age of six years. 

• After the age of  six years, even if speech-language development has
been appropriate and  no problems are noted, screenings should
take place annually until after adenoid involution, and at least every
two years thereafter until dental  and skeletal maturity are reached.

• For children with problems in speech and language development
and for those in whom the basis for continuing velopharyngeal
inadequacy (VPI) cannot be definitively determined, re-evaluations
should take place as often as deemed necessary by members of the
interdisciplinary team in consultation with local care providers. 

• Speech evaluations, conducted as part of a team visit should always
include perceptual assessment of speech articulation, speech
resonance, and voice.

• If articulation is deviant and characterized by maladaptive
compensatory misarticulation errors associated with cleft palate,
speech therapy may result in positive changes in velopharyngeal
closure. 

• Speech evaluations are necessary pre- and post-treatment to
determine candidacy for, and outcomes of, surgical, behavioral
and/or prosthetic management of the velopharyngeal system.

• For patients with craniofacial anomalies who are candidates for
orthognathic surgery, pre- and postoperative perceptual speech
evaluations are necessary.

• Instrumental assessment of velopharyngeal function is required for
all patients with resonance disorders, audible nasal air emission, or
both. Procedures may include multiview videofluoroscopy,
nasopharyngoscopy, and, at times, aerodynamic measures and
nasometric studies, all of which should be conducted by or with
the participation of the team speech-language pathologist.

• When voice is deviant, direct imaging of the larynx is necessary
prior to initiating voice therapy.

• Remedial speech-language therapy will be needed for some
patients with craniofacial anomalies.

• Biofeedback therapy may be useful in treating some patients with
velopharyngeal dysfunction.

• Blowing exercises and oral-motor therapy are not useful in treating
velopharyngeal dysfunction.

Donna McDonald-McGinn and Richard
Kirschner nominated Paula Goldenberg for the
2007 PPL Award and introduced her at this
year’s annual meeting. Below are excerpts from
their nominations.

Paula Goldbenberg is a unique individual.
She is a parent. She is a professional. She is the
consummate parent-professional. I was first
introduced to Paula via telephone when she
initially called regarding her son David who
had recently been identified with the 22q11.2
deletion. With that phone conversation began
a ten year plus relationship that has taught me
more about the power of parental
commitment than anything else in my 21 years
at the Children’s Hospital of Philadelphia,
having worked with many great parents. Paula
has not only gone through hoops for David,
and the thousands of families she’s touched
through the creation of the VCFS listserv, but
she has also put herself through the hoops in
the pursuit of knowledge to better understand
and ultimately assist children with the 22q11.2
deletion and their families. 

When I first met her, Paula was a
psychiatric social worker in Portland, OR, but
she was constantly trying to unravel the
underlying medical mysteries associated with
the 22q11.2 deletion. With this in mind, Paula
went to medical school in Oregon and
subsequently relocated her family to Durham,
NC, where she is currently enrolled in a
combined Pediatrics-Genetics residency at
Duke University. To suggest that her plate is
full would seem an understatement and yet

Paula still finds the time to answer parental
queries for the listserv on an almost daily basis.
In addition, she is currently the Medical
Director for the International 22q11.2
Deletion Syndrome Foundation, where she has
led the recruitment of advisory board
members, coordinated the writing of
informational materials for parents and
professionals, spoken at numerous national and
international meetings and answered patient
and professional inquiries via the internet.

Paula leads by example, plowing through
tasks at lightening speed and never turning
down an opportunity to promote awareness or
partner with the greater medical and lay
communities to develop concrete medical
surveillance guidelines and support materials
for parents. For many, the long search for
answers now ends with the discovery of
resources that owe their existence to Paula’s
unselfish labors. Her energy is seemingly
boundless, her cheer constant, and her
enthusiasm contagious. She is the consummate
parent-leader, and we can imagine no one
more deserving of this honor.

Eavesdropping and Myths reconsidered
If you think the mini-van is only an over-large vehicle made for ferrying

children, their friends and all their gear, Dr. Nancy Berk invites you to consider
some of its other features. “I hear my kids and their friends talking in the back of
our mini-van,” she says. “The mini-van is a great place to learn what’s going on
with our children.” 

Whether you’ve got three ballerinas buckled into the backseat of the two-door
Honda you’ve had as long as you’ve had a driver’s license or you’re chaperoning a
band trip on a 60-passenger school bus, Dr. Berk, in her Connections keynote,
The Journey of Parenthood: Life Lessons and Legacies, encouraged parents to find
every opportunity to listen to their children and hear what is going on in their
lives and experiences. 

Dr. Berk went on to dispel pervasive myths about family life:
1) Most families are harmonious.
2) A good parent can handle anything.
3) Parents control the fate of their children.
4) Teen drama is inevitable.
5) A family’s success can be measured by its stability.

Parents may have seen a lot of themselves reflected in Dr. Berks comments and — if the frequency and volume of laughter coming
from Dr. Berk’s keynote session were any indicator – were entertained by what they saw and heard. 

There may have been a few tears, too. Families who had pre-registered for the conference responded generously to a request for
photos that illustrated their ideas of family. Dr. Berk assembled the diverse collection of photos into a slide show presentation that
whisked attendees along on fishing trips, to baseball games, and under-the-coffee-table forts. 

What to do with what we hear
Having established and sanctioned eavesdropping as a basic

parenting competency, the value of listening to children’s voices
and responding to what they say about their lives and
experiences was an emphasis throughout the day. Treatment
team panelist Dr. Bob Mason reminded the group that as
children develop, they’ll have opinions and ideas about their
care and treatment. Parent panelists emphasized that while they
felt protective and cautious as parents of young children with a
facial birth defect, they listened to what their children wanted
to do, try, and where they wanted to go, so bravely supported
them as they went about their goals. 

The Family Panel seated Joseph and Sharon Carabello and
their adult son, Zeb, a high-school language-arts teacher; Linda
Baily and her 17-year old son Nicholas Leech; and Kathy and
George Dostal, parents to 9-year-old Jose Dostal. Conference
attendee Cathy Radebaugh of Colorado explained that she was
encouraged by the parent-panelists’ attitudes and “especially by
the young men who shared their cleft stories and experiences. I
can only hope that someday my son will share his story with as
much humor and positiveness as they did.”

Following the humor and positive reinforcement of the keynote, and the empathy and encouragement from the Family Panel’s cleft-care experienced

parents and their older children, topic-centered, small-group discussions and the Treatment Team Q & A Panel were held.

Founded in 1979 by Professor Cassio
Raposo do Amaral, Sobrapar has provided
multidisciplinary treatment for
families and patients with cleft
lip and palate and others with
craniofacial anomalies for 28
years. A focus of the non-profit
has been to make treatment
available to the
underprivileged population,
recently adding vocational
training for patients, enabling
greater integration into society.

Over 1620 operations are
performed yearly by our team
of surgeons. The vast majority
of our cases are congenital, with the
addition of a number of trauma, burns and
tumor cases.

nurses, orthodontists, speech pathologists,
psychologists and social workers. Sobrapar
is a 19 bed hospital devoted solely to
patients with cleft and craniofacial

anomalies. Patients nationwide have
standard interdisciplinary care at no cost,
thanks to national and international
partners and local Brazilian donors. 

Every year in April, Sobrapar´s team and
the Brazilian Association of Cleft Palate
organize a Smile Train Latin America

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The Craniofacial Team at Ochsner Children’s
Health Center in New Orleans

The Ochsner Craniofacial Team was
established in 1989 to serve the needs of our
regional patient population with congenital
and acquired anomalies of the
head and neck. Rhonda Kelley,
Ph.D. and Daniel Bronfin,
M.D. recognized the need for a
comprehensive, coordinated
approach to these special
children and organized a
monthly clinic at our
institution. Ochsner Health
System is a non-profit,
academic, multi-specialty,
healthcare delivery system
dedicated to patient care,
research and education. The
system includes five medical
centers, two hospitals, and 28
health centers throughout
southeast Louisiana. Over 600
physicians in 80 specialties
conduct over 750 ongoing
clinical research trials annually.

The focus of our craniofacial
program has been on continuity
of care and attention to “the
whole child.” Our post-clinic
staffing conferences give equal
time for reports from each team
member who has engaged the
patient. Our recommendations are then
conveyed to the family as well as to the
referring primary care physician.

The core members of the team include
general pediatrics, pediatric dentistry, oral and
maxillofacial surgery, genetics, pediatric
otolaryngology, plastic surgery, social work,

and speech-language pathology. Other
specialists involved include audiology,
neurosurgery, psychology, radiology,
ophthalmology, perinatology, orthodontics
and prosthodontics. Colleen Buchler-Block

has been our coordinator since the team’s
inception and is very involved in the care of
our patients and maintaining excellent
communication and appropriate follow-up.
Five years ago we added a monthly
Velopharyngeal Insufficiency Clinic staffed by
our ENT and speech-language pathologists to

provide more thorough care of children with
this common problem.

Members of our team are also members of
the ACPA, attend the annual ACPA  meeting
and hold national office. Several of our

specialists have traveled
around the world with cleft
care missions to Viet Nam,
China, India, Thailand, the
Philippines, Ecuador, and
Venezuela. Dr. Charlotte
Ducote  has an on-going
special project, Speech
Therapy-Viet Nam, designed
to train community-based
rehabilitation workers in
specific speech-language
pathology techniques for
people with a history of clefts
and to establish educational
programs for professionals
interested in speech pathology. 

We are very grateful to
Smile Train for a grant which
has been utilized towards
housing  out-of-town patients
at the time of their clinic visits.
We are also very proud of our
institution which remained
open continuously during the
aftermath of Hurricane
Katrina. Individual team
members continued to see our

craniofacial patients during this difficult
period.

All members of the team take great pride in
their work and feel privileged to be able to care
for these very special children and their
families.
